After interspersing the final seniority list of ACTOs of the above two Nodal Divisions, the integrated seniority list of ACTOs of Zone – IV for the years 2005-06 to 2007-08 is to be prepared in terms of Rule 34 of APS & SS Rules, 1996, strictly taking into consideration, the dates of joining of ACTOs following Rule-33(a) and also Rule 16 (h) of APS & SS Rules within the panel year.

On interspersing the seniority list of both the Nodal Divisions, the proposed integrated seniority list of ACTOs of Zone –IV is shown at Annexure-1 appended hereto.
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4.
The persons who have any objections to the above proposed integrated Seniority list of ACTOs for the panel years 2005-06 to 2007-08 of Zone IV, may file their written Statement of objections, if any, within (15) fifteen days of publication of the Notice in the Departmental Web Site, failing which, it will be construed that they have no objections to the proposed seniority list and orders as deemed fit will be passed without further notice and time.

Accordingly, the Show Cause Notice for the panel year 2005-06 to 2007-08 has also been published in Departmental website on the same day on 27-12-2011 and also displayed in all Divisional and Circle offices’ notice boards of nodal Divisions concerned as per this office instruction. The following objections have received as under:


In the reference fourth cited, Sri K.Mohan, DR ACTO has filed his objections and represented that no serial number has been assigned to him and kept blank. He has submitted that the probation was not declared. But the Deputy Commissioner (CT), Chittoor Division vide proceedings ref.no B1/887/2007 dated 31-12-2011 declared his probation as completed on 20-07-2011 as he has passed Departmental Tests within six (6) chances as per the Departmental Test Rules  and to relax Rule 16 (h) of APS & SS rules. Hence, he has requested to consider his case and place him at Sl.No.32.


In this connection it is to state that “Every employee recruited to service has to pass the Departmental Tests within a period of 3 years from the date of joining as laid down in Rule 16 of the APS & SS Rules”. This is subject to the condition that the APPSC conducts the prescribed departmental tests as stipulated in the Departmental test Rules 1965. 

Rule-16(h) of A.P State and Subordinate Service Rules’1996 as follows:-


“Not withstanding anything contained in the special rules or sub rule (a) and (b) of Rule 33, a probationer who does not pass the prescribed test or acquire the prescribed special qualification within the period of probation or within the extended period of probation under rule 17 and whose probation is further extended by the Government by an order under rule 31, till the date of his passing such tests or acquiring such qualifications, shall be deemed to have commenced the probation with effect from the date  to be fixed by the Government which would be anterior to a date to his passing such tests or acquiring such special qualifications, so, however, that the internal between the two dates shall be equivalent to the prescribed  period of probation whether on duty or other wise and seniority of such probationer shall be determined with reference to the date so fixed.”


In view of the above, the Government is the competent authority to relax rule 16(h) of APS & SS Rules. Hence, the objections filed by him are rejected as not maintainable, without relaxation orders from the Government.


In the references fifth and sixth cited, Sri S.Chakra Naik DR ACTO and Sri D.Satyam DR ACTO have requested to incorporate SC/ST community before their names at S.No.38 and 40 in the integrated seniority list of ACTOs of Zone IV for the panel years from 2005-06 to 2007-08. Hence, their objections are considered and incorporated SC/ST community before their names at S.No.38 and 40.
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Therefore, the proposed in the Show Cause Notice issued in the reference third cited is hereby confirmed and orders are passed accordingly.

The Integrated Seniority List shall be subject to outcome of SLP’s/ WP’s/ OA’s pending, if any, before the respective Appellate forums.
